April 9, 2018

I. Call to Order at 6:37pm by Jan McCabe
II. Approval of December Minutes – Jara motioned to approve as amended; seconded by Roz.
III. Treasurer’s Report:  Jara presented a draft report: 

The closeout of 2017 SPNHA educational grant equaled $2,952.

Other income was $250 for the poker glide; $527 in merchandise sales; $70 for March 1 Adventure Series.
Income equaled $4,583 income.

Expenses were $762 for contract services (once a year charge); our PO Box was $72; website and internet was $421.46 which included hosting for our website.
Payroll expenses were $3,415.03; program expenses were $370.
$375 was paid for annual meeting expense.
There is currently $4,681 in bank.  $3,875 in scholarship fund.
Ginni motioned to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented; seconded by Kathryn.
IV. Film Festival status
We have all the movies we will show. Main film ended up being on Blu-ray, not DVD.  We can try to find someone who has a Blu-ray player.  Julie will call tomorrow, to try to sort it out.  Kathryn will try to play it on her computer. Other movies were downloaded and they play.  We have been asked to talk about the films before showing them.
Snacks – popcorn, drinks; need brown paper bags.

Flyers – Cara offered to help with flyers. Roz will talk to her. Only 11 days till the Film Festival
Setup – Jara and Kathryn will help with movie setup.

VIII. Grants
Cara is writing grants for summer funding.  More and more organizations in the area are creating programs similar to what we have done.  It is more of a challenge scheduling and avoiding duplication. Therefore, we will try for more family oriented events; maybe family hikes up Horseshoe or Limber Grove.    

Upcoming projects:  
Wendy’s Wildflowers July 14.  Can MRHI pay for the seed?

MRHI is partnering with WRV, Wild Connections and FS on three projects.  We will work up at Selkirk again on Aug. 18 and 19.  WRV is bringing in a back hoe to break up ruts in the road.  Then we’ll do matting and seed.  

Sheep Creek work the same weekend?  This project will close an illegal road.

Beaver Creek in September – the system trail currently goes through the river; we will be building a boardwalk. Hoping to make it ADA accessible.  Must sign up through WRV.

Community hikes and events – The last two summers we had community hikes but they were not well attended.  We need to do more and better advertising.  Jara needs dates for all of our events by May 15. Insurance payment is due at beginning of June and Jara needs to have dates before paying.
